the old has gone, the new has come” (2 Cor. 5:17). 
Christians should have a different outlook on life,  
including money and material possessions. They realize 
that they own nothing, that everything they have  
belongs to God, and that they are only managers and 
stewards of what God has entrusted to them. Because 
of that, Christians should have a different attitude  
towards “things.” 
 
That attitude demonstrates itself in many different 
ways. For example, Christians show mercy and give, in  
contrast to the those who borrow and do not repay 
(Psalm 37:21). Christians should hold possessions with 
an open hand, and “refresh” others with their bounty 
(Proverbs 11:24-25). They are honest and demonstrate 
their faith by their work and integrity (1 Thes. 4:11-12). 
They give to those in need and thereby demonstrate to a 

watching world the love of God (1 John 3:17).  
When this kind of lifestyle is present in our lives, 
Jesus said that people will see our good works — 
our different attitude and perspective — and will 
glorify our heavenly Father (Matt. 5:16). And as 
we seek His kingdom first and foremost, we have 
His promise that He will provide what we need 
(Matt. 6:33). 
 
As others observe you and your lifestyle, do they 
see any difference because of your faith in the 
Lord Jesus Christ? As they observe your  
relationship to “things,” especially to money, do 
they realize you are a manager, a steward, and not 
an owner? Or stated another way, is the manner in 
which you handle money and material possessions 
a testimony to your faith in Christ? 
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in Matt. 11:28-30 we hear, Then Jesus 
said, “Come to Me, all of you who are 
weary and carry heavy burdens, and I 
will give you rest. Take My yoke upon 
you. Let Me teach you, because I am 
humble and gentle at heart, and 
you will find rest for your souls. 
For My yoke is easy to bear, 
and the burden I give you is 
light.” 
 
God’s Word then tells us to 
“Stay alert! Watch out…”      
Malcolm Collins is a Missionary 
from Africa, He told the  
children in Lake Avenue Church 
what to do if they ever met or 
encountered a hungry lion. The first 
thing to do is never flee, because the 
lion can run faster than we can. We 
would die. Next, you should try to look 
very brave and stare right into the lion’s 
eyes. If you are successful, he will back 
down and run away. However if that 
does not work, you should be prepared 

for the lion to attack you. Have your 
spear ready so that when he leaps upon 
you, he will land on the spear and be 
killed! Isn’t this the way we need to meet 
evil in our lives today? We should stand 

firm in faith. Hold up our faith 
and then victory is promised to 
us if we resist and he will flee 
from us!

The 
angel of the Lord appeared unto Joseph, assuring 
Joseph that Mary's pregnancy was by the Holy 
Spirit and not to fear and to take Mary as his wife.  
The angel Gabriel was sent to give Mary and       
Joseph’s baby the name Jesus.  “And you shall call 
his name Jesus, for he shall save his people from 
their sin.”  Matthew 1:21 says, ''His name shall be 
called Emmanuel which means GOD WITH US.'' 
 Today, Jesus Name is sung in hundreds of 
languages and dialects all over this planet earth. 
John Newton wrote the Hymn ''HOW SWEET THE 
NAME OF JESUS SOUNDS''  
“How Sweet the Name of Jesus Sounds. 
It soothes the sorrows,               
Heals the wounds, 
And drives away the fears.” 
 I was preaching       
revival services near    
Muncie, Indiana when I   
first heard the song, ''His Name is  
Wonderful''.  It was sung in low voice and soft  
music. I became keenly aware of a Holy Presence 
that seemed to fill the sanctuary. It was awesome. 
Everyone seemed to be caught up in a spirit of  
adoration and praise. I was blessed beyond words. 
It was like a baptism from heaven. The sanctuary 
and everyone was being blessed. It enabled me to 
preach the word in an unusual powerful way. The 
altar was lined with those who came forward at the 
invitation. It was a blessing beyond words. A great 
spiritual revival had come to all of us. It impacted 
my life in a most profound way. 
 The early church ministered in the Name of 
Jesus. Peter said to a crippled man, “Silver and 
Gold have I none, but such as I have give l thee. 
In the NAME OF JESUS CHRIST, RISE UP AND 
WALK.”  He began leaping and praising God.   
Colossians 3: l 7 says, “whatever you do in worth or 
deed, do all IN THE NAME OF JESUS.” Paul wrote: 
Jesus Christ rules above all heavenly rulers,  
authorities, powers, and lords . . . God put all things 
under Christ and made Him supreme over the 

church and over all things. Eph. l: 21, 22.  There 
is power in JESUS’ NAME. The Apostles 
prayed, preached, healed, and did miraculous 
things in the Name of Jesus.  Jesus said, “In my 
Name you shall cast out evil spirits, and do 
many wonderful works.  If you ask anything in 
my name, I will do it that God may be glorified in 
His son.”  The early church prayed in Jesus 
name, healed in Jesus name, and did many 
great things in the name of Jesus. The main-
stream churches of today operate in a different 
way and not as much “IN THE NAME OF  
JESUS” as was so in the first century church. 
We are less effective in many ways because we 
have moved in a different direction, not  
ministering the Name of Jesus to the extent as 
did the early church. 
 We need to be aware of the counterfeiters 
in mega - television churches who appear to be 
healing and duplicating the spirit filled apostles’ 

ministries . . . often asking for money to  
support what they are  
doing. I am not saying 
that all television  
preachers are counterfeit 

with their sights aimed at 
your      wallets. I do believe that some 
are “money raising” oriented. We need to be   
Biblically literate... know what we believe and 
why we be believe it.  Two young men were  
traveling and stopped at a house and asked if 
they could stay the night . . . telling the man they 
were Christians. When they all sat down to eat 
supper, the host said, let us say a bible verse for 
our devotions. One man scratched and thought 
a little and then said his verse “JESUS WEPT.”  
The other man could not remember any verse so 
he said “Yes, He Shore Did.”  
 “Whatever you do, do all in the name of 
the Lord Jesus.” Paul the Apostle.
